Are You a Victim of Identity Theft?

· Notify your bank that your identity may have been stolen.  They may ask for a copy of the police report.  

· Obtain and review your credit report with the three main credit bureaus:  

· Equifax, 800-525-6285 or www.equifax.com  

· Experian, 888-EXPERIAN or www.experian.com 

· Trans Union, 800-680-7289 or www.transunion.com 

· Have one of the credit bureaus issue a fraud alert—this can help prevent an identity thief from opening any new accounts in your name.

· If you have reason to believe that your Social Security number has been used fraudulently, contact the Social Security Administration.

· File a complaint with the FTC @ www.consumer.gov/idtheft.  This site also has a lot of very useful information about identity theft.
